Talking Points

change in your life? How have you seen God’s grace not just forgive you, but begin to transform you?

Start Doing: Identify one area where Jesus is calling you to turn—and take a step this week. Spend time daily asking: “Jesus, where are
you leading me to change?”  Invite someone to walk with you as you grow—don’t do it alone.
